5. Installation

5.1 Self-build cold room
1. Cut a holein the cold room W590 x HI860 mm

2. Secure frame profiles around hole using brass tacks supplied, 7 for each vertical seal and 3 for
each horizontal. See figure 1. Check profiles are flush with each other in the corners. If there is
a poor fit here, the door will not form a seal. See figure 2.

3. Mount1 pc. hinge bearings at each end of the door

4, Select hinge side. Align the door as required. Screw the bottom hinge to the wall and slide
the door onto the hinge pin. Slide pin on the upper hinge into the hole on top of the door
and screw securely onto wall. Check if the door is straight to ensure magnetic seal mates
with frame list on the wall.

5. Enter cold room and close door. Check door forms seal. If light can be seen, the frame is
either installed out of line or the magnetic seal is temporarily deformed from being under
pressure during transport. If the latter, gently heat magnetic strip with a hair dryer, whilst
pulling it outwards.
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5.2 Prefabricated cold room
1. Mount1 pc. hinge bearings at each end of the door

2. Select hinge side. Align the door as required. Screw bottom hinge on the wall and slide door
onto hinge pin. Slide pin on the upper hinge into the hole on top of the door and screw
securely onto wall. Because there is steel in the prefabricated cold room, the wall will act as
door seal.

3. Check the magnetic seal. The magnetic seal can be temporarily deformed from being under
pressure during transport. If the latter, gently heat the magnetic strip with a hair dryer, whilst
pulling it outwards.
